Support with education expenses 
 
Some families may be eligible for financial support for some areas of their childrenõs educa-
tion under the following schemes 
 
 
Education Tax Refund 
 
As tax time draws near once again, you may like to check out whether you are eligible for any 
concessions under the Education Tax Refund. 
 
The Education Tax Refund is applicable to families receiving Family Tax Benefit A and     
independent students who have certain education related expenses. 
 
The expenses are in generally related to buying, establishing, repairing and maintaining    
computers and certain software packages. School textbooks and prescribed trade tools are 
also included. 
 
More information can be found from the Australian Tax Office www.ato.gov.au or your    
accountant. 

 
School Transport Assistance Scheme 
 
Families living more than 3.2 km from their nearest state primary school or more than 4.8 
km from their nearest state secondary school are eligible for some financial support for   
transporting their children to school. The same criteria apply to students attending non-state 
schools.

Education Assistance Scheme 
 
The Education Assistance Scheme (EAS) can provide assistance towards the cost of tutoring 
students, boarding costs for secondary students in their critical years and accommodation 
costs for tertiary students.
