Simultaneously we had radar patrols in the Torres Straits 

working with Customs and Qld Police. In all a great 

surveillance coverage and effort from all those involved.

get back to basic war fighting skills. For us that means 

insertions skills in boats, region force surveillance vehicles and on foot. Our reconnaissance and 

surveillance skills were sharpened to ensure skill sets are maintained at the highest levels.  

 

Time away from families has come to an end for this year for most. We do have a 

dedicated team who are going to be leading the trial in January of the new 6-

wheeled surveillance vehicles. Hopefully Xmas will bring a chance to put the feet 

up and rejuvenate the system. This of course, will be 

dependant on Mother nature and any emergency callouts for 

issues. I would like to offer all Defence families the best wishes, 

safe travels if you are moving on and a joyous New Year.

Starting a new school 
Many families new to Cairns will be enrolling their children in a new school.  
Most children will go to their closest state school but some families will elect to 
send their children to an independent school or apply for an out-of-zone 
enrolment at a state school. 

Which ever school your children are going to, itôs important to help them to have 
as smooth a transition as possible.  Listed are a few points that can assist you 
and your child to have a good start: 

¶ Arrange an interview with the school principal to discuss any issues of 
concern and to provide any information about your child that is relevant to 
the school. It is usually helpful to have your child present at the interview. Be 
honest about any difficulties (if any) your child had at their previous school. Schools prefer to begin with as 
much knowledge as possible to be able to best place and support your child; 

¶ Agree to your new school contacting your childôs previous school for information that may support your child 
to settle into the new school; 

¶ Take along as much information as you can bout your childôs educational progress at the previous school. 
Reports and certificates help to paint a picture of you child and their education; 

¶ Arrange for you child to visit the school before beginning classes if possible so they can develop confidence 

about finding their way around and find out what the school has to offer; 

¶ Keep in contact with the school as your child settles in so that if any problems arise they can be dealt with 

before they develop; 

Work together with the school to support your child. Become involved in the school community if possible. This 
shows your child that their education is a partnership between the family and the school.
